
Dear Parents/Carers of Year 3 pupils,

This letter will highlight the main aspects of the topics your child will be covering this spring term.  

RE 
In this branch pupils will encounter key passages from the Gospel of St Matthew and explore how his parables and miracles reveal the meaning of the Kingdom of God. They will learn that Matthew groups stories to highlight a shared message and will study texts from both the sermon on parables and the narrative of ten miracles. Pupils will explore how parables use everyday images, such as seeds and farming, to prompt listeners to think differently about God’s kingdom, and they will consider miracles as signs of Jesus’ compassion and divine power. They will also reflect on how these miracles invite believers to open their hearts to faith and recognise God at work in the world. Through Matthew’s account of the Magi and other epiphany moments, pupils will understand how Jesus is revealed as Lord and saviour for all nations and will see how the gospel invites Christians to build the Kingdom of God in their own lives.
English
In English this term, we will looking at the book Stella and the Seagull by Georgina Stevens, Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland by Lewis Caroll, The Proudest Blue (by Ibtihaj Muhammad & S.K Ali), Jabari Jumps (by Gaia Cornwall) & Ralph Tells a Story (by Abby Hanlon) and Love That Dog (Sharon Creech). These fantastic books will review other aspects of life such as caring for our planet and recycling. 

Maths
In Maths this term we will be learning a range of different skills, however the main focus will be multiplication and division. Please see the schedule below.
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Science
The first topic we are learning is called “Rocks and soil” and the second one will be “Light and shadows”. Children will get to see and analyse real fossils. 

Computing
This term we will be exploring Emails
The aims of this unit will be:
To send an email with an attachment, to recognize a fake email; to be kind online. 
History
For history this term we are learning about the Roman Empire and its impact on Britain.
By the end of this unit they will understand the meaning of empire invasion, its impact and why the Romans invaded Britain. 

Geography
For Geography this term, we will be learning about Antarctica. To describe the location and physical features of Antarctica and where would they choose to live: in a hot or a cold climate? 

PSHE
This term the children will explore their Dreams and Goals. What skills are necessary in order to achieve this?  

Art
This term, we are exploring Egyptian Art. This will be a practical unit mainly. 

Music

PE
This year PE is on Monday and Thursday. Thursday we will aim to have our outdoor session for football and indoors for dance. 

French
This term children will learn to count up to 12 and use word numbers to share more information about themselves. 


ROUTINES AND EXPECTATIONS
Spelling lists are given out on Friday. Please ensure your children practise spellings daily. 

Reading is encouraged every night and it is very important to listen and ask your child questions about the text they are reading because this helps to develop their comprehension skills. Reading records should be brought in every Monday and Friday. 

It is also important for your child to learn their multiplications up to the 12 times tables. Please visit times tables rock stars frequently.
