
Pupil’s Voice and Leadership at 
St Paul’s Catholic Primary & Nursery School
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During CIL, the children invited the EYA into their summer house. A child proudly announced, “this is our church, we must sit down and be quiet here.” A jardiniere had been filled with water. The EYA observed children using a shell to gently pour water over the doll’s head. The EYA asked why the children were using the shell to pour water on the dolls head. The child responded “ I am Father Clement; we’re learning about baptism. The child then recited a prayer to his peers and other children explored the books available nearby linking to baptism.

The EYA suggested creating an Understanding the World shed in continuous provision to enable children to independently choose and access resources independently, such as magnifying glasses, binoculars, books about the world and natural environment and different cultures and resources reflecting multi-cultural diversity.
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Pupils spoke confidently about their Catholic school, expressing their understanding of the importance of prayer and supporting those less fortunate than themselves. They actively participated in fundraising for CAFOD and contributed to the local community through donations to the foodbank and those in need, aligning their actions with Jesus' command to "love one another."

Pupils across all year groups are introduced to and use theological vocabulary, connecting it to scripture and demonstrating understanding in their work.
Opportunities are provided for all pupils, including those with SEN, to demonstrate their knowledge and make connections with scripture. As pupils progress through the school, there is development in the explicit use of scripture to support learning, with pupil in Year 5 and Year 6 referencing scripture in their work.
